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Student View - Submitting Papers for Turnitin Review 

Once you've self-enrolled, you can access the Turnitin Paper Checking Service located under “My 

Courses” in your Blackboard site. Then click on the “Check my Paper” link on the navigation menu on the 

left side of the screen. 

Next Click on the “View/Complete” link under “Check My Paper” to enter the Turnitin Inbox. 

 

If a User Agreement popup box appears, read it and agree to the terms. If you don’t agree, then you 

can’t use the service. 

On the next screen, click on the box with the arrow under “Submit” to move to file upload. 
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You have a choice to submit your work as a file upload (attach a file) or cut and paste, and you will be 

asked to complete some basic information about your assignment. Fill in the name boxes if Turnitin 

hasn’t done this already, add the submission title, and then either browse for a file or enter the text to 

be checked. Click on the “Submit” button. 
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The next screen shows a preview of your submission before Turnitin does the check. Click on the “Yes, 

submit” button.  

 

 

The next screen tells you that the paper was submitted successfully. 
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Once you've submitted your paper it will take a few minutes for a report to be generated. When that 

happens, you will see an originality estimate on your Turnitin Assignment Screen under the Contents 

column. Clicking on the contents icon, which represents the percent of your submission matching other 

sources, will open the Originality Report.  

If you’ve left Turnitin for a bit and need to get back to the screen below, go back to the main Blackboard 

page, click on the “Check my Paper” link on the navigation menu on the left side of the screen, then click 

on the “View/Complete” link under “Check My Paper” to enter the Turnitin Inbox. 

 

Things to remember when using Turnitin to check your papers: 

 You need to wait 24 hours before submitting a revised copy of your paper to the Turnitin paper 

checking service.  

 No instructors are given access to the Blackboard Turnitin Paper Checking Service site.  All 

submissions are private. Only the student submitting a paper to this site will see the report. 

 Papers submitted through Assumption's Turnitin Paper checking service site on Blackboard are 

not retained in any repositories.  The reason for this is that any paper saved to a repository is 

used for comparison for future checks. If your paper is in a repository and your instructor wants 

to run a Turnitin check on it, the report would indicate plagiarism because of a complete match 

with your own paper. 

  Papers submitted through Turnitin assignments in courses may be retained in either a global or 

institutional repository against which future submissions are compared. Which repository and 

whether you have a choice of repositories is at the discretion of the course instructor. 
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
