Whel
library users send print jobs to
the printer, they stop at the
GoPrint Station to release
their print jobs to the printer.

This intermediary step allows
users to delete unintended of
unwanted print jobs. Print

jobs not released at the Print
Station are automatically de-
leted from the system after a
set period of time.

The library continues to offer
free printing, and it is our in-
tention that, through ongoing
print management, paper
waste will remain at a mini-
mum, thereby lowering our
costs of providing free print-
ing and doing our part for the
environment.
